Nkulumane,

Dear friends,

areetings in the name of
the Lord Jesus!

Nkulumane is a large
township outside Bula-
wayo, Zimbabwe. We
held a crusade in Nkulu-
mane Six Or seven years
ago. At that time, Nkulu-
mane was known for
criminal gangs of armed
men who raped, robbed,
and terrorized the towns-
people, and there were
also a number of large
satanic cults. The mem-
bers of these cults wore
gowns with demonic
symbols and held satanic
rituals among other
things.

The power of God shook
the town, and many of the
gangsters and criminals,
including their leaders,
received the Lord Jesus.
In addition to this, many
from the cults had also
received Jesus. On the last
night of the crusade, we
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burned a
large collec-
tion of weap-
ons and sa-
tanic para-
phernalia that
people dis-
carded when
they received
Christ. After
the crusade,
we received reports from
the local pastors telling us
that the gangs and cults
had largely disappeared
and that Nkulumane was
now a safe and peaceful
town! This is what the
Gospel of Jesus can do!

When our team arrived in
Nkulumane this past Oc-
tober to launch our Mo-
bile Bible School in prepa-
ration for the crusade,
they saw that after all
these years it was still a
safe and peaceful town.
All glory to Jesus!

The Lord began to move
among the people on the
first night. The Gospel

message penetrated deep
into the hearts of the peo-
ple, and they gladly re-
ceived the Savior into
their hearts. God also con-
firmed His Word with
signs, wonders, and mira-
cles. As news of the won-
derful works of God
spread, the crowds con-
tinued to grow in size
until the last night when a
sea of humanity was pre-
sent to hear the Gospel
being preached with the
power of the Holy Ghost.

Salvation through Jesus
Christ is God’s greatest
gift to mankind, and
through the preaching of
the Gospel this gift is of-

fered to sinners. When the
Gospel is preached, the
Holy Spirit works in the

hearts of sinners. This
brings them to conviction
and causes them to draw
closer to the Savior.

Gloria Mafamo, 19, was born deaf and
mute, never having heard a sound or
uttered a word her whole life. Jesus
healed her, and she can hear and speak!

Hazelin Sibindi, 77, was totally blind in
both eyes, and unable to walk because
she was paralyzed in both legs. Jesus
healed her, and now she can see, walk,
and dance!

Samantha Daiton, 10, became blind in
both eyes and could not see. Jesus healed
her, and now she can see clearly!

Mdudzi Moyo, 12, was deaf in one ear
and had a speech impediment so that he
could not speak intelligibly. Jesus healed
him, and now he can hear and speak
clearly!

upon him. I watched as
his paralyzed leg sud-
denly began to shake and
twist as if it had a life of
its own. I had never seen
anything like it in my life;
before my very eyes his
paralyzed leg went totally
berserk, kicking around in
every direction as if it
wanted to detach itself
from the rest of his body.

I saw his face contort with
absolute terror as he des-
perately held on to his
leg, lest it shake itself off
his body. There was an
evil spirit of infirmity
coming out of his leg.
Suddenly he was free. His
leg became still, life
rushed into it, and he was
totally healed! He began
to walk, run, jump, and
weep. We brought him up
to testify, but he was too
overwhelmed by what the
Lord had done in him,
and all he could do was
praise Jesus and weep.

The next evening, an old
woman came running
forward followed by her
daughter and grandchil-
dren. She climbed onto
the platform and began to
dance. It was difficult to
get her to stop and tell us
what the Lord had done
for her. Her daughter ex-
plained that she had been
paralyzed and bedridden
for ten years as a result of



a stroke. As she lay upon
her bed, she was able to
listen to the preaching
that was carried by our
PA system into her home
nearly a mile away.

When I finished praying
for the sick, Jesus touched
her body. She jumped out
of her bed and began to
praise God. She started
running to the crusade to
tell us what the Lord had
done for her. Her daugh-
ter and grandchildren,
who were in wonder and
amazement, ran after her
to the crusade. This is the
Jesus we serve!

That night, amongst
many other things, two
teenage siblings, a boy
and a girl, born totally
deaf and mute, were both
healed. Their neighbor, a
Pentecostal lady, had
brought them with faith
in her heart that Jesus
would heal them.
Can you imagine the

scene of great joy, the
shouting and the tears in
that family when both
children arrived home
hearing and speaking!

On the last night, thou-
sands of people received
the baptism with the Holy
Ghost and with Fire.
Hundreds of people be-
gan to fall to the ground
as the Holy Ghost flowed
over the field like a river
of fire: The glory and the
presence of the Lord
seemed to rest over the
multitude of people who
were weeping, worship-
ping God, shouting, and
praying.

An African Pentecost is
an amazing and wonder-
ful thing to be a part of.
During this time, many
people in the crowd were
also healed of a host of
diseases and infirmities.

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We then praised, glori-
fied, and worshiped the
Lord late into the night.
All Glory to the Lord Je-
sus for all that He has
done!

As you know, we have
intensive months of min-
istry ahead, training pas-
tors and holding cru-
sades. As you read this, I
am on the field in Asia

and then on to Africa.
